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Closing Information
Woodbrook will be closed for the winter on Monday, October 12, 2020 at 5pm.  Water shut off will begin Tuesday.  
Reminders:
Water Shut-off - It is the owner’s responsibility to ensure the “closing” crew has access to the water shut-off for blowing out the water lines.  If you have anything covering/blocking the shut-off, it is your responsibility to clear it.  This includes bushes in front of the shut-off, lattice blocking the shut-off, decking covering the shut-off, etc.  Please be considerate of our closing crew and do your part. 
DRB Notes

All work permits have been issued and no further permitting will be approved until next season.  Any work remaining on open permits must be completed by October 12th. There is no construction or contracting work to be performed after the closing of Woodbrook October 12th. Any questions, contact a DRB member.
The DRB is also looking for volunteers for the 2021 season.  If you are interested, please see Jon Hill.
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All kayaks, canoes and paddleboats need to be cleared from the canoe racks NLT September 30, 2020 and stored on your lot.  Any abandoned boats will be offered to interested owners.

Remember that all boats, trailers, canoes, kayaks, paddleboats, jet skis and both sides of golf carts must be identified with LOT numbers in order to leave your lots.

Please pay in a timely manner to avoid any additional penalties or interest.  
At the Annual Meeting, two important votes were taken regarding condo fees for 2021 and a one-time Assessment fee. The Assessment Fee will be due February 1, 2021 for the amount of $250.00 for each property.  Next year, the Condo Fees will increase by $100 for the year ($650.00 in April and $650.00 in October).
